Other actions such as the possible introduction 
of an Article 4 Direction might result in additional cost but 
notwithstanding approving a pilot study elsewhere the 
Council is not yet committed to undertaking such further 
action in Westmill. Such costs can be further assessed 
should such a decision be reached. Any grant assistance 
for historic buildings may be sought from existing 
resources.
