Cllr Joe Thomas to ask Cllr Tim Hoskin,

Over the Winter period, residents have been reporting to me an 

uptick in dog fouling in our villages. Could the Executive Member 

for Environmental Sustainability confirm to me the number of 

reports of dog fouling in the Watton-at-Stone ward to East Herts 

District Council for the month of December 2023 compared to the 

month of December 2022 (following the ward boundary as of May 

2023)?  

Question 2 Cllr Diane Hollebon to ask Cllr Carl 

Brittain, the Executive Member for 

Financial Sustainability 

Within the recommendations attached to the Budget that we will all 

be looking at this evening is that Council will provide £170K for 

“essential maintenance” works for the URC Hall in Bishop’s 

Stortford.  The URC was keen to sell the Hall to EHDC as part of our 

land assembly for the ORL scheme and thus divest itself of ongoing 

maintenance and repair liabilities.  Given that previous structural 

reports suggest that the Hall is not fit for purpose, why is the 

Executive proposing that we spend this money on a Hall that the 

Council purchased only in order to demolish it?
