Building height
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Our site is positioned towards the periphery of the
historic core, along the River Stort regeneration
corridor.

The discussion about proposed height and scale has
evolved through conversations with local people,
an independent Design Review Panel and EHDC
design officers.

It takes cues from existing buildings nearby

Where taller elements are proposed, they are
located away from the most sensitive areas
instead positioned in the centre of the site;

Independent studies show the scheme has
acceptable impacts on light and neighbouring
buildings
