Consultation: The advertisement of a Traffic Regulation Order includes 
a statutory period for consultation which in the case of 
the Orders under discussion ran from 1 – 30 May 2014 
inclusive. 

Legal: A valid Traffic Regulation Order is a prerequisite to the 
Council being able to: 

i)     Charge for the use of its car parks, and 
ii)     Take enforcement action in respect of vehicles 

parked illegally in its car parks. 
The Traffic Regulation Order making procedure is 
governed by the Road Traffic Act 1984 (as amended) 
and by the Local Authorities’ Traffic Orders (Procedure) 
(England and wales) Regulations 1996. 

Financial: Financial modelling of the effects of the proposals may 
be found in the report to the East Herts Executive on      
4 March 2014.
