3.40 Responsibility for Local Choice Functions

The Council has the discretion to choose which part of
the structure should be responsible for certain functions
(known as “Local Choice Functions”). These are set out
in Schedule 2 of The Local Authorities (Functions and
Responsibilities) (England) Regulations 2000 as
amended (the Regulations). The Council has

determined that these functions will be the responsibility
of the bodies set out in Column 2. In turn, the decision
making body may delegate to the person or body
specified in Column 3.
